Deepak Chopra is the author of more than 50 books translated into over 35 languages, including numerous New York Times bestsellers in both fiction and nonfiction.  Time Magazine heralds Deepak Chopra as one of the top 100 heroes and icons of the century and credits him as “the poet-prophet of alternative medicine.”
