For the perfect movie snack, guests can choose from a candy sampler filled with a selection of tempting treats including Mike & Ikes, Skittles, and M&Ms or freshly popped popcorn.   The full dinner menu is also available Tuesday evenings.

Bar Manager Jeff Bredt has also put together a list of signature cocktails that will change weekly depending on the movie’s theme.  Priced at $8, guests can expect to see seasonal libations that include the Size 6, available during The Devil Wears Prada, and made from a combination of Coconut Rum, Cointreau, and Baileys.  Another standout is the Faithful Friend, made by combining gin, sweet vermouth, and a dash of bitters, and available during Marley & Me on Tuesday, August 18th.
