WHY:          About Rod Langway: Langway spent eleven years (1982-1993) as the defenseman of the Washington Capitals before being elected to the Hockey Hall-Of-Fame in 2002.  Langway is an accomplished leader who demanded greatness from himself and others.  He earned the nickname “Secretary of Defense” and even won the Norris Trophy as the NHL's top defenseman in 1983 and 1984.  Throughout his tenure, Langway earned two postseason All-Star First Team selections and one Second Team selection as a defenseman—the first American NHL All-Star since Frank Brimsek in 1948. He also finished runner-up to Wayne Gretzky for the Hart Trophy in 1982, and was also part of the NHL All-Star team that played the Soviet National hockey team in Rendez-Vous in 1987.  
 
About Artist Jack Gable:  Jack Gable specializes in acrylic on canvas and has created murals for corporations, architectural projects, museum commissions and the high-end restaurants throughout the country.  Gable has painted murals and paintings at Clyde’s of Chevy Chase, Clyde’s at Mark Center and Clyde’s of Gallery Place.
