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PRESS RELEASE: Chefs to Visit Washington D.C. on March 17 

to Push Funding for Child Nutrition Reauthorization Act

On March 17 a coalition of chefs and culinary professionals will converge on Washington D.C., to ask Congress to increase funding for school food and other child nutrition programs. New York City Chef Bill Telepan and Washington, D.C. Chef Jose Andres will lead other star chefs to Capitol Hill for this Chef’s Day of Action for Child Nutrition. 

Celebrity chefs, including Ken Oringer, Mary Cleaver, and Spike Mendelsohn, will ask Congress to give $4 billion in funding for the Child Nutrition Reauthorization (CNR) that governs school lunch eaten by 30 million kids each day. Chefs will follow their lobby visits with a meeting at Chef Jose Andres’ restaurant, Oyamel, from 5 to 6 p.m, and will be available for interviews at that time. 
Chef’s Day of Action is coordinated by the NYC Alliance for CNR, a coalition of organizations in New York advocating for improvements in the Child Nutrition Reauthorization. This legislation is up for reauthorization every five years, and decisions made now will affect the reach and quality of child nutrition programs for years to come.  

On March16th, City Harvest, the NYC-based organization leading the NYC Alliance for CNR, will host a press event at PS/IS 210 in New York City. Chefs from the City Harvest Food Council will eat lunch with students and sign their names to a petition in support of important 

changes to the Child Nutrition Act that chefs going to DC will take with them the following day.
