Interior Design:
        
The design of Hank’s Oyster Bar is to create a friendly, warm, welcoming atmosphere. The use of familiar materials such as marble, wood and tile convey a sense of warmth and permanence.  The restaurant is made to look like it has been there for a long time.  Not wanting the space to look too perfect, it will have different chairs and a mismatch of materials to make the space comfortable, fun and real.  Wall treatments consist of exposed brick with pipes and layers of stone coming through the cracked walls leaving the original imperfections for a real look. Tables will be close together encouraging people to talk to their neighbors.   A classic space with no pretense, a place to roll up your sleeves and have a beer and a mess of oysters.
The newly unveiled lounge allows Hank’s to double the size incorporating a 1,800-square foot space with 68 seats inside, and additional 40 seats on the outdoor patio.  The Lounge is made up of four spaces, the Bar, Den, Charc Room and Yacht Room.  The bar offers an open-air quality and dynamic change in ceiling height by finishing the two-story main wall in a faux concrete finish. 

The charcuterie room, or Charc Room, is a contemporary and fresh take on a nautical East Coast kitchen. The O’Neill Studios design team created a two-layer custom modello.  The palette for this oversized ceiling pattern is an extension of the main bar area. We used soft grayish blues and white with hits of citrus colors sprinkled irregularly throughout.  The Charc Room can accommodate eight to fourteen guests.

Located down a short flight of stairs and tucked at the back of the main bar, you will find the cocktail room.  The cocktail room, or the “den,” is a cozy, sexy little space where you can sink into luscious banquets, lacquer walls and the slickest custom cocktail tables, which can accommodate eight to fourteen guests.  

The new Hank’s Oyster Bar and Lounge also has a private dining room, or the "yacht" room, that can seat up to 22 guests.  The space is designed using a monochromatic palette to evoke pure relaxation, fantasy and formality. The room feels like a dining room on a luxury boat with a modern and elegant twist. O’Neil Studios used a champagne colored glitter vinyl to upholster the walls, referencing the glimmer of the inside an oyster shell.
