In 1988, New Delhi-born entrepreneur Ashok Bajaj opened the 155-seat Bombay Club, with its 30-seat patio and 25-seat lounge, with the goal of introducing “sophisticated, classic, regional Indian cuisine” to the U.S. Just steps from the White House, the restaurant’s stylish, yet relaxed atmosphere is reminiscent of the days of the British Raj. The large dining room, decorated with potted palms and a bright blue ceiling, seamlessly blends into the bright, outdoor patio overlooking Lafayette Park. Broad chairs and a spacious layout combine with circling fans and live piano music played nightly to create a soothing, tranquil ambience. Overlooking the main dining room, the Bombay Club’s bar and lounge, furnished with rattan chairs and dark-wood paneling, invite patrons to relax in the old-world Club setting before enjoying a delectable meal.
The restaurant’s warm wood accents and autumn colors complement the array of tastes that distinguish the diverse, authentic Indian menu. According to Bajaj, "I wanted to provide a place where people could come enjoy the taste of Indian food without the overpowering taste of over-spiced cooking." The extensive menu offers a variety of Goan dishes, Moghlai specialties, Parsi fare and coastal Indian delicacies — each region’s cuisine featuring different ingredients, spices, and methods of preparation. The Bombay Club is known for indulgent Sunday brunch buffet, featuring unlimited sparkling wine. Since wine was an important part of ancient Indian cuisine, the Bombay Club’s wine list is a central focus of its menu, offering an eclectic mix of Old World and New World selections. The Bombay Club has long been favored by presidents, senators and dignitaries, serving such esteemed guests as Former President Clinton, Former President George H. W.
