Washington’s premier seafood restaurant offering New Orleans-inspired cuisine and the freshest, most sustainable seafood worldwide.  Most of the dishes available at Pearl Dive and Black Jack are sourced from the Mid-Atlantic region.
Wine List: 
A boutique collection of 35 bottles is available with an emphasis on wines that pair well with seafood.  All varietals are also available by the bottle, carafe (half bottle) and by the glass.  Prices range from $7 to $15 a glass and from $17 to $40 by the carafe.  

Additionally, Ari and Micah Wilder have been tapped to create the cocktail list at Pearl Dive Oyster Palace and Black Jack.  Together they are taking classic old world recipes and transforming them into progressive new world drinks infused with the brothers’ own locally produced flavored mixers including gomme syrups, smoked peach ice, and house-made seasonal tonic.  Pearl Dive will serve four beers on tap while Black Jack will serve nine beers on tap, and up to 40 beers by the can.

Capacity:                                           Pearl Dive:  The 78-seat restaurant includes a handsome 14-seat bar, and an oyster bar counter in the back of the restaurant which can seat four.

Black Jack:  The bar upstairs includes a 16-seat lounge, 14-seat bar, booth seating for ten, and a private room complete with two regulation bocce ball courts with seating for 39 guests.
Design:
CORE architecture + design is responsible for working with the Blacks to transform the 5,670-square foot space into an unforgettable yet comfortable dining spot on vibrant 14th Street.  Downstairs, the space is meant to look as if layers of materials have been pulled away to reveal a local dive bar beneath.  This was achieved through the use of carefully chosen materials such as weathered woods, a patinated zinc bar top and vintage pieces, along with a distressed undersea wall mural.  The restaurant’s nautical theme is accented with small details throughout including an anchor chain light sculpture over the bar and mermaid figures that peer down from above the raw bar.  Ship’s portholes also give diners a glimpse into the staircase leading to Black Jack.
Upstairs, Black Jack is a stylish, sleek bar with a circus-like feeling. Setting the stage for patrons is a screaming monkey holding a cocktail that is printed on the wood floor. Distressed plaster with a painted damask pattern weaves up the exposed brick wall where an artful bartender is spotlighted at the top of the stairs.  The front bar panel showcases the Black Jack tattooed lady and various apothecary style bottles, while rich velvet drapes frame projected black and white films at the back bar, enhancing the theatrical environment.  A raised lounge area, standing stations and the bocce court with its spectator gallery create a variety of spaces and experiences.
